Kenneth Gregory Smith (4773) 
 

I t is with deep sadness that we report the death of one of the School’s most distinguished benefactors, 
with the passing of Ken Smith on Wednesday 5th October 2011 at the age of 95.  Ken had been a 
member of the Mitre Club since its inception in 1997. 
 

Ken attended Shore in 1930 on a Council Junior Scholarship and left in 1932.  He was a founding 
member of the Shore Foundation, President Shore Foundation 1972-88, President Shore Trident    
Appeal 1968-1971 and established the KG Smith Scholarship in 1988.  Ken was an extraordinary    
benefactor of the School over a long period of time. 
 

Ken’s story will be told in time, but for those who may not have known him as well as others he  
joined the RAAF during World War II obtaining the rank of Flight Li eutenant. 
 

Ken also had a distinguished working career.  Amongst his credentials he was a Director of Ken  
Smith Holdings Pty Limited, a Director of TNT Ltd and a Partner and Shareholder in KW Thomas 
Transport Co Pty Ltd.  He was also for a time President of the Milk Producers Association of         
Australia and New Zealand and Vice President NSW Dairy Farmers Association.  
 

In any terms Ken Smith’s contribution to the School was quite outstanding and with the strong  sup-
port of his late wife Joan throughout.  In recognition of their support for the School over many years 
the Council of the School resolved in 1993 that the School’s Auditorium be named in their honour to 
record the appreciation of the School Community. 
 

Ken will be sorely missed.
